Coming Out to Your Roommate
Tips gathered from UNT students who are
GLBT and have lived in the dorms.

e Coming out is a personal decision and
a process. Do not come out until you
are ready.

e Let your roommate get to know you
first.

e  When talking to your roommate, do not
be defensive. Be patient and calm.

e Ifyou decide to come out and do not
feel comfortable doing it alone, talk to
your R.A. or P.A.

e You may also talk to your Hall Director
if a situation seems out of control.

e Go to the Ally home page,
www.unt.edu/ally, click on “contact an
ally” to identify an ally you can talk to.
Allies completed training and pledge to
listen and be understanding,.

e Ifyou are uncertain how your
roommate might react, come out several
days before room change. Room change
is usually 2 weeks after classes start. Ask
dorm front desk staff for more
information. If available, space is
limited!

e Ifyou are feeling alone, there are allies
and persons all over campus to give you
moral support. You may send an email

to glad@unt.edu.

Things to Consider When Your
Roommate Comes Out to You

e  Sometimes backgrounds and values of
persons are different. In our diverse
world it is important to be respectful of
others and to learn more about each
person as an individual.

Respect both similarities and
differences.

If you believe this situation might
conflict with your educational
experience because of your
background and personal beliefs, talk
to your roommate, R.A., P.A. or Hall
Director. What might be a solution?
Communication can work. If not and
you live on campus, your front desk
can arrange a move.
